Our PPE was significantly bolstered thanks to a grant from New England
Grassroots Environment Fund, and bloodborne pathogen training is
available to all volunteers through Life Connections.

Adoption of VFW Highway

Through MassDOT, LLK has
officially adopted the stretch of
VEW Highway from the city limits
to Aiken Street. We have engaged
In removing trash and invasive plant
species from the area in preparation
for planting of wildflowers in 2023!
